The Highway: Every Sunday evening from 6:30-8:30 PM, middle
school and high school students meet in RAC A for an evening of
exciting activities, awesome worship, and a challenging message
from God’s Word.  The Highway is designed to provide you  with a
road map for life, bring breath-taking excitement to your week, and
be a safe haven of rescue!  The gym is open for soccer, basketball,
volleyball, ultimate Frisbee, or if you simply want to just throw balls
at the Youth Pastor!  We also break off into discussion groups where
your walk with Christ will be challenged.  Invite your friends and

The Living Room: Not sure what to do on Wednesday nights?  Tired
of being involved in detailed and overly organized youth nights? Then
come hang out, relax, chill, and build relationships with other
teenagers each Wednesday evening at The Living Room!  We provide
an awesome home-cooked meal each week and a huge backyard to
burn some energy from your crazy week. It is your chance to get
connected with other students in a laid back environment. We
conclude each week with a time of worship, short Bible study, and
open discussion.  Doors to the White House (475 NW 6th St) open up
at 6:00 PM and we wrap things up around 8:00 PM.

Ministry Teams: The Ministry Team portion of our youth ministry is
designed to activate the gifts of the students while providing them
with discipleship and evangelistic opportunities. Students will have

the option to choose which Ministry Team will best utilize their God-given gifts and talents.
